VACCINATIONS-AIl exhibits must be inoculated against panleucopaenia and cat flu and have had the required boosters at least 15 days prior to the show. The period of validity for the vaccination should
be marked by the veterinary surgeon on the vaccination certificate you will be required to produce a currant vaccination certificate for each exhibit.

NAME OF EXHIBITS- The full registered name (exactly as stated on the registration document) must be stated on the show entry form.

SHOW CLASSES- The show manger will enter your exhibit in the appropriate class according to the information entered on the entry form. 1T IS THE RESPONSIBILITY of the exhibitor to ensure that
the details in the catalogue are correct . If a mistake is found the exhibitor must inform the Secretariat BEFORE the start of Judging .Awards and titles gained at the show are dependent on the correct infor-
mation concerning your cat being available to the show manger.
